V8 INFORMATION SHEET FOR VOLUNTEER DRIVERS

Each organisation which uses Volunteer drivers will have it's own way of working, and all of them are slightly different.  However, there are some basic guidelines which you might find helpful: -

· Volunteers should not be out of pocket as a result of doing voluntary work.  If you are using your own car, you should be reimbursed at a fixed rate per mile, to cover petrol and 'wear and tear'.

· Volunteers driving a minibus, or car that is not their own, should still claim expenses for the cost of travelling from home to the pick up point.

· You are entitled to claim subsistence (lunch, drinks etc) if you are driving for a full day's trip.

· If you are taking a group on a trip (eg. to Alton Towers) check that your admission fee will be paid, if you wish to go in.

· For all expenses claims, your organisation should tell you how to make a claim.  If they don't - ask!

· Most organisations will expect you to have a clean driving licence.  If you have points on your licence, you should make this clear when you apply to be a volunteer driver.

· Check with your organisation what their rules are about insurance - for everyone's sake, it is important to be properly insured.

· Ask your organisation whether you will be asked to keep the vehicle at your home on any occasions.  If you don't want to do this, please tell them.
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
